The aim of Doors Open is to help people understand and enjoy their local architectural environment and
encourage awareness of their built heritage.

Each year, Doors Open events open doors to buildings and facilities that are rarely, if ever, open to the

public. Buildings chosen will be of architectural, cultural or historic interest and building owners will
interpret the history, architecture and functions of their buildings.

Doors Open is an international festival started in France in 1984. In 2000, Toronto hosted the first Doors
Open event in North America and now features 175 building with 250,000 visitors. Much smaller Doors
Open events have been held in Edmonton over the past number of years but we anticipate that over

100 buildings will ensure that their Doors Open to over 15,000 visitors in Edmonton this year. There will
also be a two-day seminar series and hundreds of residential Open Houses through the weekend.

The REALTORS® Association of Edmonton has contracted with the Edmonton and District Historical
Society to operate Doors Open Edmonton and incorporate Doors Open as the opening weekend
of the Edmonton and Northern Alberta Historic Festival. Doors Open is not just a public festival. It
is a promotional platform for other events, companies and building sites. Extensive distribution of
the Program Guide (35,000 copies) and promotion in Real Estate Weekly (50,000 copies) and other
print and broadcast media (pending) will ensure partnerships with Doors Open are promoted and
celebrated.
